Our November meeting presented a challenge for three special teachers, Mary Sterling, Carol
Clair and Cindy Miller. Thank you ladies for 3 great classes with three completely different techniques. It
was a combination of using your painting skills with your designing skills. Our entire year has consisted of
new and different techniques and it certainly kept our members on their toes and using all their natural
talents to finish their projects. It has been a "BE CREATIVE YEAR". It all started with the January painting
weekend and just kept going. It's exactly what we all wanted — so why stop now? "Let's bring it on" —
January 9th, 2016 here we come.

Carol Buck has been a member of Windy Brushes for many years but it's her first time teaching a
Program at Windy Brushes. We all know what a lovely painter she is - now she is going to teach a new
technique. It's going to be a lot more of what we have been doing all year - HURRAH!

Here's the scoop on her class. We'll be using Sharpies and alcohol. Her project will be taught on a
silk infinity scarf. You can bring you own or a different surface that can be used with a Sharpie. She has
painted with this technique on tennis shoes, shirts and cups. She will bring samples of what she has
painted to the Christmas party.

COST: The cost is $9 for everything. It will include $6 to cover the cost of a silk scarf, $3 to cover the cost
of freezer paper, alcohol and fabric resist. She will take orders for the scarves at the Christmas meeting.
SURFACE: Your choice of surface _ (scarf, tennis shoes, white shirts). You can use your own surface but
she will have to order her scarves that we will be using and will do so at the Christmas meeting.
To use her other supplies the cost is $3.00.
SUPPLIES REQUIRED FOR CLASS:

Silk infinity scarves - 11" X 76" narrow circle scarf (You'll have time to do 2 or 3)

Sharpie Chisel Markers (are considered alcohol Markers) bring all sizes and colors

Small stencil, nothing with a big open space, something with a scroll (to show up better)

You can bring Fabric markers, but they won't bleed out enough

She'll have fabric resist to be used with a stencil to make them bleed more

A brush or a pouncer sponge to use with resist.

If you want to bring a white shirt she has some fun ideas for them

If you have a dryer bring it. We will also have one iron and ironing board to use

We could use one more iron and ironing board (They all have to be ironed)

COST: You can pay for the cost of the scarf when you send in your Hospitality money.
